SEEDING AND SATURDAY COACHES MEETING
We will seed the Meet on Friday night starting at 6:30 pm.  Please be sure your entries are turned in with all seeding criteria listed.    In the event we have to change brackets on Saturday, if a seeded wrestler has been replaced the bracket will be re-seeded and re-drawn.  If a non-seeded wrestler has been replaced, the replacement will simply take that wrestler’s spot on the bracket.  Coaches meeting will take place at 8:30am in the media center, just off the Meadows commons, to review the brackets.

 	If a wrestler does not meet these criteria they will be drawn into the bracket.  

SCORING
We will score first through 8th place.  16-12-9-7-5-3-2-1.

All rounds will receive advancement points on both the championship side and the consolation side.  First round byes will not receive advancement points. 

MEET SCHEDULE

Wrestling will take place on four mats all day.   Please see the attached bracket.  First Round and Quarterfinal losers may wrestle back for 5th Place.  Semi-final Round losers will wrestle for 3rd Place.   All matches will be a 2-2-2 format.    

Round 1-First Round (Matches 1-8)
Round 2-Quarterfinals (9, 11, 13, 15) and First Round Consolation (10, 12, 14, 16)
Lunch Break (Hospitality Room located in media center for coaches, officials, and bus drivers)
Round 3-Second Round Consolation (18, 19, 21, 22)
Round 4-Semifinals (17, 20) Mats I and II, Consolation (23,24) Mats III and IV. 
Round 5-Placing Matches-All mats will remain full during this round. (25, 26, 27, 28)

AWARDS
There will be 14 Medals for the championship team. Medals will be awarded to the first 6 finishers in each weight. All medals will be awarded after the heavyweight final match.

CHEERLEADERS 
A room will be provided for the cheerleaders. Tell your cheerleaders not to sit on the floor mats next to the wrestling mats. The mats are for the safety of the wrestlers.  Cheer coaches please note that we follow the ICCA requirement of no more than 6 cheerleaders on a mat at a time.  Thank you!



FLOOR AREA
The floor area is for meet officials, wrestlers actually competing and their coaches only.   Any other spectators should be in the bleachers.  The south end of the gym will be used as a holding area for wrestlers waiting for their match.    

SEATING
Areas will be allocated for each school so that your fans may sit together.

ADMISSION

DRESSING ROOMS
Locker room assignments will be made upon arrival. Look for your school’s name posted on the locker room entrance.  Please police your locker room area during the day.
